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Frequently Asked Questions 

GYA and Reciprocal Privileges 

What is the GYA? 

GYA is the Gulf Yachting Association. The GYA is comprised of over 30 yacht clubs in 

the Gulf of Mexico area. A list of the member clubs can be found on the GYA website.  

What is the purpose of  the GYA?  

According to the GYA website, the GYA was formed in 1901 to encourage and pro-

mote the racing of sailing yachts by amateur sailors. The GYA provides educational  

and training programs to further promote the sport of sailing.  

Where does TYC fit in with the GYA?  

TYC is classified as a general member of Area D and individual members are entitled 

to reciprocity. 

What are Reciprocal Privileges? 

TYC membership in the GYA allows individual members to visit other GYA clubs. The 

larger clubs have on site restaurants. Some clubs allow visitors use of their pools, and 

other amenities. Members are allowed one free night docking, with advance notice.  

What is necessary to visit another club? 

Your up to date TYC membership card is proof that you are an active member. Partici-

pation varies by club and it is best to check with a member club before visiting. Differ-

ent clubs have different requirements. Sometimes a club will require a letter from your 

commodore stating that you are a member in good standing. Some clubs require you 

to apply for a temporary membership prior to your visit or during a special event. 
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Why would I go to another club? 

 If you are vacationing in a city with a yacht club, a visit to the bar and meeting new 

people adds to the enjoyment of your travels. If you are cruising, being able to get 

one free night at the dock is a big draw. Some of the clubs have pools that you may 

be able to enjoy, The larger clubs have restaurants, Many clubs offer wonderful, rea-

sonably priced Sunday Brunch (Gulfport Yacht club is a Tammany favorite).  

How do I pay at another club? 

This varies by club. Always check with the club you are planning to visit, during nor-

mal business operating hours. Most of the GYA clubs are no longer charging back to 

your TYC account. We have encountered different procedures while visiting other 

clubs. You may be asked to leave your credit card at the bar, if you run a tab. Some 

of the clubs do not take payment at the bar. You will need to make arrangements with 

the business office to set up a temporary membership with the club you are visiting. 

You will give your credit card information, photo ID, and TYC membership card and in 

return  be issued a membership number with a designated time allowance coinciding 

with your dates of visit. It is best to check in advance as to the policy of the club. 

Do TYC members go to other clubs? 

In the past, TYC has had outings to other clubs. During races and regattas, all mem-

bers are encouraged to join in the festivities offered at the clubs. After race parties 

are always a good time. The Gulfport to Pensacola Race, Challenge Cup and Sir Lip-

ton Cup are frequently attended by TYC members.
